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This document provides information and instructions for preparing a paper to be included in the Proceedings Volume of the 11th International Congress on Thermal Stresses, THERMAL STRESSES 2016.

In order to enable the publisher to bring the article into the uniform layout and style authors are kindly requested to follow the instructions given below.

The instruction is written in Thermal Stresses’ style and can be treated as an example paper.
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1 Introduction

Each paper must be typeset on paper sheets of A4 size (210mm

297mm) or letter size (8 1/2’’[image: image2.wmf]´

 11’’).  The paper should be prepared as a PDF, using this template in Microsoft Word editor.  Equivalently, a LaTEX processing system (provided it generates a PDF with the same parameters) may be used.

The paper, including the title page, figures, tables should be exactly 4 pages (not more and not less) and should be sent to the Organizing Committee by deadline November, 30, 2015.  

The Proceedings Volume will be printed using the submitted manuscript prepared by authors.  

2 Instruction for preparation of the 
camera-ready copy

2.1 GENERAL

The contents of a paper should be arranged as follows:  Title, Author(s), Affiliation(s), Abstract, Key Word(s), Main body of paper, Acknowledgments (if any), References (if any) and Appendices (if any).  The paper should be typed using Computer Modern Roman or Times New Roman type-face font.  The normal size of letter is 10pt (pt - point).  Please note that we will not accept for publication papers written in different font types or sizes.

2.2 TYPED AREA AND MARGINS

252mm.  Each page should have 25mm top and 25mm left margins.  Main text is separated into two columns with 10mm space between them.

2.3 FRONT MATTER

2.3.1 Title  The first line of title is located 3 lines (36pt) from the top of printing box.  This space is reserved for Editorial Heading.  Please do not write anything at that place - the publisher will add all editorial headings.

The title of the paper should be written centered, single spaced, in 14pt size bold face letters.  The title must not exceed three lines.

2.3.2 Author(s)  The author's name, without degrees or qualifications, should include first and middle (if any) name initial, and surname.  It should be written centered, in 12pt size bold face letter, one and half line (18pt) below the title.

2.3.3 Affiliation(s)  Author's affiliation should be written centered, in 11pt size italic letter with one line (12pt) space below the list of authors.

2.3.4 Abstract  Following the author's names and affiliations put the abstract no more than 150 words.  Set up additional 10mm left and right margins so the abstract width is 145mm.  The abstract should be written in 9pt size letter with one line (12pt) space below the affiliations.

2.3.5 Key Words  Please, write no more than five key words.  The 12pt space should separate the key words line from the abstract.  This line should be written left aligned to the margin of abstract and must begin with words ‘Key Words:’ written in the normal 10pt size letter.  Key words should be written in 10pt size, italic letter (see above).

2.4 MAIN TEXT

The paper should be typed using 10pt size letter with single spacing between text lines.  New paragraphs are to be indented 8mm from the left-hand margin, with no extra space between paragraphs.

The citations of figure(s), reference(s) and equation(s) have to be abbreviated as Fig.x; Ref.[x]; Eq.(x) or, in plural form, as Figs x,y; Refs[x,y]; Eqs(x,y) -where x, y stand for a numbers.  Above phrases are typed in full word when they appear as the first word of sentence.  Citation of table(s) is always written in full word -Table x or Tables x, y.  Please be consistent in the use of capital letters, abbreviations and punctuation.

2.4.1 Headings  Do not use more than three level depth of headings.

First-order headings:  these are typed in bold normal (10pt) size letter with two lines of space before and one line of space after them, at the center of column.

Second-order headings:  these are typed left aligned, in normal (10pt) size, upper case letter.  Put one line of space before them.

Third-order headings:  typeset in 10pt italics, with capital initial letters.  The text that follows the heading is written in the same line.  There is no additional space before such headings.

2.4.2 Equations  A displayed equation is numbered, using arabic numbers in parentheses.  Equation should be left-aligned with 8mm indent from the left margin.  Leave a 6pt space above and below to separate it from the surrounding text.  The equation number should appear at the extreme right of the line.  The punctuation should be used in equations as if they were regular sentences.  Example:

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End of example.

Please pay attention that all variable references in text must be written in the same style as in displayed equations.

2.4.3 Tables  Tables must be set as part of the text.  All tables must have a caption centered over the table and should be numbered sequentially and start with ‘Table x:’ (x stands for a number).  Leave one line space above and below tables.

2.4.4 Figures  All figures should be numbered sequentially and captioned.  The caption should be written centered below the figure and start with ‘Figure x:’ (x stands for a number).  Figures should be embedded in the document.

It should be avoided to group figures at the end of a paper.  Instead, the figures should be placed as close as possible to their invocation in text.

2.4.5 Acknowledgment(s)  It should be written as a section without the number.

2.4.6 References  The references should be given at the end of paper in numerical order.  For each reference use the following order of information:
